i SpecuaY Days

Here are ideas for celebrating some of the other special days in July.

July 1 Canada Day (Dominion Day)
On this day, Canadians celebrate their independence with parades and
picnics. Locate Canada on a map of North America. Display a picture of the
Canadian flag. Have any students been to Canada? Share information about
our neighbor to the north.

July 6 Beatrix Potter’s Birthday
Read The Tale of Peter Rabbit or one of Ms. Potter’s other stories.

July 20 Moon Day
U.S. astronaut Neil A. Armstrong became the first person to walk on the moon
in 1969. Read a book about the first walk. Have students write a story about
what they would do if they were the first to walk on the moon. Put it in the last
pocket of the space book.

July 23 Ice-Cream Cone Invented, 1904
This happy event occurred at the World’s Fair in St. Louis, Missouri. The
ice-cream vendor ran out of dishes. The waffle vendor next to him began to
roll his waffles in the shape of a cone to contain the cold confection. And, as
they say, the rest is history! What else?...celebrate with ice-cream cones!

July 31 Tennis Comes to America
Tennis was invented in England and brought to the United States in 1874 by
Mary Ewing Outerbridge. Customs officials seized the rackets, balls, and
net—they thought they were weapons! Brainstorm and list games that use
nets, rackets, or balls.

National Baked Bean Month

Invite families to share their favorite recipes for baked beans. Compile the
recipes in a cookbook to take home. Cook up a few varieties and have a
baked bean tasting.

Pocket Books

Each pocket book has a cover and three or
more pockets. Choose construction paper colors
that are appropriate to the theme of the book.
Using several colors in a book creates an
effective presentation.

Materials

* 12" x 18" (30.5 x 45.5 cm) piece of
construction paper for each pocket

e cover as described for each book

* hole punch

e stapler

e string, ribbon, twine, raffia, etc., for ties

Steps to Follow

1. Fold the construction paper to create a pocket.
After folding, the paper should measure 12"
(30.5 cm) square.

2. Staple the right side of each pocket closed.
3. Punch two or three holes in the left side of

each pocket and the cover. B
4. Fasten the book together using your @ o |
choice of material as ties. «—0
5. Glue the poem or information strips % Ia"ﬂ”/ﬂ

onto each pocket as shown on the
overview pages of each book.
